# Performances

Start Time
ARTIST must be in town/city of the performance venue at least X hours before each performance.

ARTIST is expected to arrive at the performance venue by TIME/at least one and a half hours before start time, on the day of a performance.

EXCLUSIVITY CLAUSE
ARTIST agrees that no additional performances shall be given within a 100 km radius of THE engagements contained herein, between DATE and DATE, without the written permission of the PRESENTER.  It is understood that permission will not be unreasonably withheld. 
CANCELLATION
If either party is delayed or interrupted from the performance of its obligations hereunder by reason of an act of God, fire, flood, war, public disaster, strikes or labour difficulties, government enactment, personal illness of the Artist(s), regulation or order, emergency, or any other cause beyond its control, such party shall not be liable to the other therefore and the parties shall, if each so desires and where feasible, make such further arrangements as are mutually satisfactory to the parties to carry out the purpose and intent of this Agreement. Time is of the essence. 

PRODUCTION/TECHNICAL EQUIPMENT

The performance will include all materials, props, costumes, musicians, instruments, and all other equipment as required for the usual performance of the ARTIST, and more specifically, as follows:

ARTIST shall have uninhibited use of the lighting and audio equipment which is part of the PRESENTER’s standard inventory [Consider: “To be provided by the PRESENTER” OR “to be operated by professional technicians only”].  All other equipment required by the ARTIST will be supplied for the engagement by the ARTIST at the expense of the ARTIST. 
ARTIST requires XX hours/days of set up before the first performance. The ARTIST shall provide a detailed technical schedule to the PRESENTER at least X days/weeks before the first performance. Failure to agree upon a technical schedule within X days/weeks of the first performance shall render this agreement null and void. 
Sound pressure levels during the performance will run at levels no higher than 85 dB continuous and 100 dB impulse (peak) as set out in the Safety Guidelines for the live Performance Industry in Ontario (as amended).  PRESENTER or ARTIST Technical staff will be consulted about sound and lighting set-up to maximize production quality.
PUBLICITY

The ARTIST will provide the following digital publicity material to the PRESENTER upon the signing of this Agreement:

· X production shots suitable for print 
· X audio/visual clips 
· biographical info on the company, performers and key creative personnel  
· Headshots of performers and key creative personnel at X resolution/dpi. 
· a detailed description of the event

· Logos/artwork

· Acknowledgement of sponsors/others
The ARTIST agrees that the PRESENTER may utilize the above promotional materials for publicity and promotion of the Performances upon the signing of this Agreement.
The ARTIST agrees to be available, at mutually agreed upon times, to meet with the local media in each market, in advance of Performances, either in-person, by telephone or other.  
SOUVENIR PROGRAMS & MERCHANDISE

ARTIST is permitted to sell souvenir programs and/or merchandise on Performance days at the venue at the following time(s) and place(s):

PRESENTER shall receive % X proceeds of all gross/net sales of merchandise at the venue. 
PHOTOGRAPHS AND RECORDINGS
Any photographs or recordings of any one of the Performances or rehearsals shall be taken only with consent of the ARTIST [Consider: The PRESENTER shall have the right to take photographs/make a recording for archival purposes only].

SPONSORSHIP

The PRESENTER will undertake to secure a local sponsor for this event upon the signing of the Agreement. The ARTIST has the right/no right to approve any such sponsor [but approval shall not be unreasonably withheld]. INSERT ANY OTHER LANGUAGE REGARDING APPROVAL, FOR EXAMPLE, NO ANIMAL PRODUCTS OR OIL OR TOBACCO COMPANIES OR RELATED ORGANIZATIONS…
[Consider: Such sponsorship remains the PRESENTER’S exclusive domain and local sponsorship benefits arranged by the PRESENTER supersede any obligations made by the ARTIST or ARTIST’S manager.] 
Any benefits which are to be extended to existing [tour] sponsors, as secured by the ARTIST, will be the responsibility and at the expense of the ARTIST.

TICKETS

The PRESENTER is responsible for setting its own ticket price and selling the tickets for the Performances. The ARTIST will be entitled to ______ complimentary tickets per performance/on date of performance. Any additional tickets will be at the discretion of the individual venue, and may be subject to charge.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS

The parties to this Agreement are acting as independent contractors and are not operating a joint venture, nor is either party the employee or partner of the other.

ASSIGNMENT
This Agreement may not be assigned by either party without the proper written consent of the other party.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS
The parties to this Agreement have carefully read and understood the terms of the Agreement and submit to the conditions contained in the Agreement on a free voluntary basis. The Parties to this Agreement have each had sufficient time and opportunity to obtain independent legal advice (ILA) of their own choosing.
There shall be no additional rider requirements attached to this agreement. Any subsequent rider requirements submitted by the ARTIST will be arranged for by the PRESENTER, and will be charged back to the ARTIST [Consider: “to a maximum of $X.00]. They shall be deducted from the PRESENTER’s final payment to the ARTIST. These variant charges shall be recorded and an invoice provided to the ARTIST prior to deduction.
